ABSTRACT
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Implementation of ethnic autostereotypes in the linguistic practice of
the Serbs

Thesis length. The total length of the thesis is 97 pages, including body text
— 64 pages, a list of references — 5 pages (79 items, including a publication of the
author on the topic of the thesis), annexes — 28 pages, containing 6 tables.

Keywords: ethnolinguistics, psycholinguistics, linguistic stereotypes, ethnic
autostereotypes, linguistic practice, linguistic worldimage, associative experiment,
connotative components of meaning.

The research object is a range of lexemes with the root *serb- (as a carrier of
connotations comprising the content of the Serbs’ ethnic stereotypes), lexemes-
symbols of Serbian national and regional identification (based on Momo Kapor’s
book «Halo, Beograd»).

The aim of the research is to present and analyse the implementation of ethnic
autostereotypes in the linguistic practice of the Serbs.

Methods of work: descriptive method, linguistic observation method, linguistic
concept analysis of the text and component analysis of lexeme semantics, associative
experiment method, semantic-stylistic method, contextual analysis method,
comparative method and method of statistical processing of material.

The results obtained and their novelty. In this research, for the first time a
complex study of ethnic autostereotypes in the linguistic practice of the Serbs was
conducted. The research is based on different sources. The size and content of the
given concept was determined, a selection and classification of the linguistic material
was made for systematisation and generalisation of linguistic phenomena that
represent regularities of implementation of Serbs’ ethnic autostereotypes. For the first
time, an associative experiment involving the lexemes-symbols of Serbian national
and regional identification has been conducted. The results allow to identify the main
tendency in the dynamics in functioning of the Serbian ethnic autostereotypes.

Recommendations for use of results. The obtained results will find application
in further development of problems in ethno- and psycholinguistics, intercultural
communication, as well as in defining the place of ethnic autostereotypes and
heterostereotypes among the stereotypes functioning in the linguistic practice of the
Serbs, and in lexicographical practice creating glossaries and associative dictionaries.
The linguistic material and research results are also suitable for use in the Serbian
language instruction for foreigners.

As a proof of reliability of thesis materials and results, a list of annexes and
references used is provided.
