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CHILDREN, PERSONALITY TRAITS IN CHILDREN WITH ASTHENIC
CONDITIONS, DRAWING METHODS.

The object of research — asthenic personality traits in children of primary
school age.

The subject of the study - characteristics of primary school children with as-
thenic personality traits.

The aim of work — reveal personality traits in children of primary school age
with asthenic traits.

Methods of the research: testing methods, projective drawing methods, ques-
tionnaire method.

The study, as a part of the thesis has allowed to define the children of primary
school age the asthenic traits not only by identifying the level of mental processes
such as attention and memory, which are the first to suffer as a result of fatigue and
reduced activity, but also by means of projective drawing methods. With these meth-
ods it was established not only as children with asthenic conditions generally tend to
paint, but that depict in their drawings. For the reason that the children like to draw
and have a particular interest in the lesson drawing methods provide an opportunity to
penetrate into the inner world of the child, to better understand his condition.

Also in the course of the study revealed some personality traits characteristic of
children with asthenic traits, as opposed to those children who have these features are
absent.

This work can be used in further research of children with asthenic personality
traits as well as in the event of failure of the medical and psychological help, some
personality traits primary school children can be developed and secured in
adolescence, which is fraught with serious mental disorders.
