Objective: a comprehensive study of various aspects of the relationship
between the Christian communities of Iraq and the authorities and the local
population, as well as an analysis of the current situation of Christian communities
in the context of the internal political crisis in the country.

Methods: synthesis and analysis methods, generalization method, and also
descriptive, comparative-historical and analytical methods.

The thesis is devoted to the situation of the Christian communities of Iraq at
different historical times. The study researches the historical prerequisites for the
formation of the current situation, analyzes the socio-economic and political status
of the Assyrian, Chaldean and Armenian communities existing in the country. The
study researches the prerequisites for the emergence of the "Islamic state™ and the
reasons for the persecution of Christians, as well as the current situation of the
Christian communities of Iraq and the reaction of the international community.

Nowadays the Christian communities in the Middle East are the target of
brutal persecution. In this regard, the active mobilization of the international
community’s efforts to assist Christian refugees and those who are forced to
remain in the zone of armed conflicts is urgently needed.
