SUMMARY

Theme of diploma thesis: Problematic aspects of good and evil, life and death
in W. Golding’s novels.

Structure of diploma thesis includes introduction, three chapters, conclusion
and list of references which includes 85 items.

The full content of diploma thesis is 78 pages.

Key words: culture of the 20" century, semiotics, axiology, philosophy of
dialogism, intercultural dialogue, English literature, William Golding’ creative work,
problematic aspects of good and evil, life and death, religious existentialism,
W. Golding.

Aim of diploma thesis is revealing of the specifics of representation of
problematic aspects of good and evil, life and death in William Golding’s creative
work.

The relevance and novelty of diploma thesis: problematic aspects in
W. Golding’s novels are highly topical for our time. W. Golding’s novels are
insufficiently examined through axiological, dialogic and semiotic approaches.

Objects of the research are W. Golding’s novels which are examined through
axiological, dialogic and semiotic approaches to culture.

Subject of the research is representation of problematic aspects of good and
evil, life and death in W. Golding’s novels.

Methodological base of research consists of philosophy of dialogism
(M. Buber, E. Levinas), philosophical conception of intercultural dialogue
(M. M. Bakhtin, V. S. Bibler), Y. M. Lotman’s semiotics and axiological approach to
culture. The research is based on cultural historical and hermeneutical methods and
method of holistic analysis of a literary text.

Conclusions. It was determined that Golding’s philosophical and ethical
system is based on spiritual and ethical categories, such as good and evil, sin and
holiness, belief and doubt, flesh and spirit, and that led to W. Golding’s use of biblical
imagery and biblical meanings. Understanding that human nature consists of dualistic
and controversial forces is the unifying conception of all W. Golding’s novels. The
basic motive of William Golding’ creative work is the motive of darkness. From
William Golding’s point of view only ruthless introspection, consciousness of guilt,
repentance and suffering can heal humanity. Thus, writer’s philosophical views are
close to religious existentialism. In the early works («Lord of the Flies», «The Spire»)
W. Golding pointed out that conflicts and problems in our time are everlasting. In the
late works he writes about such actual problems in our time as ratio of sense and
belief, terrorism, ethnic intolerance, sexual deviance, drug abuse, cynical immorality
and permissiveness.

The practical significance of diploma thesis is that its results can be used in
lecture courses and workshops of such academic subjects as «History of Culturey,
«History of World Literature», «History of English Literaturey.
