ABSTRACT

The theme of diploma thesis: Notions about postexistence and idea of
postmortal recompense in Ancient Middle East cultures and Judeo-Christian
civilization.

Work structure and volume: the work consists of an introduction, 3 chapters, a
conclusion and the list of 62 sources studied. The total volume of the work is 59
pages.

Key words: religion, the after-life, hell, paradise, Ancient Middle East cultures,
Ancient Greek culture, Hebrew culture, early Christian culture, the Bible, Judaism,
Orthodoxy, Catholicism, Protestantism.

Work goal: to determine the dynamics of notions about postexistence in Ancient
Middle East culture and Judeo-Christian civilization and their significance for
spiritual life of the human.

Relevance: the problem of life purpose and death, as well as life after death is
one of the "eternal" problems facing every human being and still worrying humanity;
The evolution of notions about postexistence clearly reflects the dynamics of the
universal human culture.

Work object: mythological notions about postexistence in the Egyptian,
Sumerian, Akkadian, Ancient Greek, Jewish and Christian cultures.

Work subject: the genesis and evolution of notions about postexistence in the
cultures of Ancient Middle East and Judeo-Christian civilization, as well as their
representation in religious, philosophical and artistic texts.

Work methodological basis: the synthesis of J. Frazer's myth-ritual approach,
C. Lévi-Strauss's structural anthropology, which combined the anthropological
approach and the psychoanalytic concept of C. G. Jung, the symbolic approach of
E. Cassirer and the traditions of the cultural-historical school.

Main methods: cultural-historical, comparative-typological, hermeneutic,
method of integral analysis of the artistic text.

Conclusion. According to the conducted study, the notions about postexistence
largely reflect the universals of culture, the main binary oppositions of human
thinking. The essence and dynamics of these representations carry the most important
characteristics of individual cultures and eras. On the background of ancient cultures,
an important discovery belonged to the Egyptian culture, which generated the idea of
an after-life and personal immortality. This idea was primarily a spiritual and ethical
content in the Hebrew and early Christian cultures (while the latter preserved the
oldest archetype of descent into the underworld and resurrection), and it was further
developed by monotheistic religions based on the Bible.

Practical significance. The results of the research can be used for the study of
disciplines "The Bible and World Culture", "Dialogue of Cultures", "History of World
Literature".
