ABSTRACT OF THE THESIS

AUTOBIOGRAPHICAL MEMORY, ALZHEIMER'S DISEASE, TIME PER-
CEPTION, COGNITIVE DISORDERS.

Object of study: autobiographical memory.

Purpose: to identify and characterize the individual and typological features of
the autobiographical memory of patients with AD with different characteristics of the
perception of time.

Method of work: interview and test methods.

Interest of researchers to Alzheimer's disease increases, however autobiograph-
ical memory of such patients, in contrast to procedural, remains poorly studied. In
this case, women suffer from AD 6-10 times more often than men do.

The study of the psychological specifics of individual and typological features
of the autobiographical memory of patients with Alzheimer's disease conducted with
the method of graphical presentation of the history of the past "Life Line" made it
possible to reveal such regularities as a significant decrease in memory capacity, a
decrease in the emotional richness of memories, the predominance of positively emo-
tionally colored units over negatively colored, the effect of the "peak of memories",
the problems of dating, the evaluation of duration and temporal organization in the
personal past picture.

Knowledge of the psychological specifics of individual and typological features
of AM of patients with AD can be used in developing programs for the assisting of
psychological, medical, palliative and other types of care, and are perspective for
building new approaches to psychotherapeutic and psychocorrectional work.
