Methodology and methods of research:

¢ system analysis method for assessing the diplomatic protocol of Belarus as a
system taking into account the factors influencing its existence and functioning;

e structurally functional for researching the problem of structuring and
functioning, development and features of the diplomatic protocol of Belarus;

e a method of comparative analysis, which made it possible to identify the
general and special in the national traditions of the diplomatic protocol;

e the principle of cultural relativism, which allows to analyze the protocol of
Belarus in terms of its unique features.

¢ value-based techniques for exploring intercultural differences.

Results of the research:

1. In the modern world, interaction between people of very different cultures,
values, and creeds is intensifying. At the same time, due to cultural differences,
there is misunderstanding and even conflicts. To establish successful contacts and
resolve conflicts, cross-cultural studies of values are needed.

2. A diplomatic protocol is an instrument through which states can demonstrate
respect for their partners and their cultural traditions, not at the expense of their
own national interests.

3. The Republic of Belarus has only recently begun to formulate its own state
protocol. The country not only brings its national protocol into line with the norms
of international rules, but also to preserve its cultural identity. This is expressed in
the use of national costumes at the meeting of delegations; in gifts with national
color; in an effort to show guests their culture, to acquaint them with the history.
