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The goal of the work is a theoretical reconstruction of the religious and
philosophical foundations of Tantric Buddhism. The object is Tantric Buddhism. The
subject is the theoretical and philosophical and religious studies of the philosophy of
consciousness in the religious doctrine of Tantric Buddhism.

As a result of the study, the following conclusions were obtained:

1) it is established that tantric Buddhism was formed within the Buddhist
tradition of Mahayana and the cult of Lord Shiva and his feminine aspect of Shakti.
Tibetan Tantric Buddhism is further imbued with the cults of local shamanistic
deities of the Bon religion and is a religious and philosophical syncretic teaching.

2) it is revealed that a special place in Vajrayana Buddhism is occupied by a
developed yogic psychotechnical system and a religious ritual, represented primarily
in the form of tantric meditation, whose aim is to uncover unconscious destructive
images in the deep layers and transform the yogin's consciousness into a pure
nirvanic consciousness - alaya.

3) it is established that at the present stage new forms of tantric Buddhism are
being formed, connected with the integration of Buddhist philosophy and meditation
into the scientific and sociocultural environment, as well as the renewal of the
teachings within the tradition and the introduction of scientific discoveries from the
field of quantum physics into it.

4) it is established that as the fundamental religious and philosophical
foundations of the tradition of Tantric Buddhism, we can designate the following:

—the doctrine of the Three Bodies of Buddha-Trikaya;

—the doctrine of consciousness and its mental constructs - alaya-vijnana and
manas;

—the doctrine of anatmava.

It was established that the religious and philosophical teaching of Tantric
Buddhism was formed on the basis of Shaivism and is a syncretic teaching within the
Mahayana tradition, having absorbed the teachings of Gnosticism, Zoroastrianism
and Manichaeism.
