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Object of the study: Belarusian and Polish healing spells that have to do
with expelling the disease from the human body or aimed at eliminating the
danger, which can disrupt the regulated microcosm.

Purpose of the study: To study the reflection of the mythological space in
the texts of Belarusian and Polish spells.

Methods used in the study: textual and cognitive approach, conceptual
texts analysis of the spells, as well as the juxtaposition of Belarusian and Polish
texts in order to reveal the common and distinctive in traditions of spells.

Findings of the study: the mythological space in the verbal code of
healingspells can be realized as a chthonic place of driving away the disease, and
the ambivalent center where the sacred character is located, which can affect the
situation. The place of driving away the disease acts as an element of a natural
space, undeveloped by man, or as a negatively marked object in Belarusian and
Polish spells. The place where the sacred character is located, is nameddirectly in
Polish spells, but Belarusian spellshave a motive of the path, which is realized
through the three-level organization of space.

Relevance of the study: in an era when the world is cconsidered as a text,
and the new meanings arise every time, it is important to rethink the archaicway of
thinking, which is the cognitive basis for long-term preservation for the traditional
orientation toward the generally accepted sacred images and archetypes.

Spheres of application: further research in the field of ethnolinguistics; as
materials in the development of ethnolinguistic courses and folklore of the Slavic
peoples.
