Relevance. The study of the phenomenon of the creation of the Krakow Republic,
Central Europe is relevant today among historians and political scientists because
of its lack of knowledge and reflection in the scientific and conceptual apparatus of
the humanities, as well as one of the important problems associated with political
trends. The Krakéw Republic ranks as one of the few cities in the states that were
granted autonomy, the city the essence of which was to prevent further wars to
break up the division of territories.

The purpose of the thesis is to study the phenomenon of the creation of the
Krakow Republic, to study and analyze the reasons that led to the collapse of the
Krakow Republic and why an uprising arose in the Krakow Republic.

The object of study is the social and political life of Central Europe in 1815-1846;
