In the article, the author justifies the idea of inadvisability of searching for a single true definition of public rela-
tions. At the basis of the fundamental multivalence of this phenomenon there lies an entire complex of prerequi-
sites, the basis of which is ontological and epistemological. The ontological prerequisites are associated with the
complexity and dynamic character of the phenomenon itself, the epistemological ones are associated with the
principles of scientific knowledge at the present stage of the development of science. Building the system of such
prerequisites, the author makes a conclusion about the need to take into account this polysemy in conducting
research, organizing the educational process, planning, implementing and evaluating practical activities in the field

of public relations,
