SUMMARY

Object of research: social relations that develop in the process of legal
regulation of responsibility for violation of the legislation on the animal world

The purpose of the work: a systematic analysis of the legal concept of the
animal world, environmental and legal responsibility, a comprehensive review of
the current legislation of the Republic of Belarus, regulating liability for violations
of the legislation on the animal world for the presence of shortcomings in it,
development of proposals for the development of legislation on the animal world.

Research methodology: general scientific methods (dialectical, formal-
logical; deduction and induction; descriptive; system analysis) and special legal
methods (comparative-legal, formal-legal).

Scientific novelty of the research: In the thesis, an attempt is made to
analyze the legal regulation of the institutions of administrative, criminal, and civil
liability for violations of the legislation on the animal world in the Republic of
Belarus, which allowed the author to draw theoretical conclusions and practical
recommendations. In particular, conclusions were drawn about the types of
dispositions in the articles of the Criminal Code regulating liability for violations
of the legislation on the animal world. Also, based on the theoretical analysis, a
practical recommendation was made to include in the draft Environmental Code a
provision on compensation for damage to legal entities as a result of environmental
degradation, in particular wildlife. The research done by the author allowed us to
consolidate the position that civil liability, which is expressed in compensation for
damage caused to the animal world, should not be separated into a separate type of
liability. The results obtained in the course of the study can be used for further
study of the topic and their use in law enforcement practice.
