The results. Most of the respondents are impressed by the external
attractiveness of the piercing. This modification on a peer and a peer seems to them to



be a decisive act. They evaluate such a peer as an independent person and selfish, that
is, someone who is ready to achieve what he needs by all means. Teens consider their
peer with a tattoo to be independent, decisive, strong, unflappable and sociable,
which confirms the idea that for teens, a peer with a tattoo is a mature person. Many
assess such a peer as strong, rather morally, because not everyone will take the risk of
such an act. The indicators for the factors "Assessment", "Strength" and "Activity" in
relation to adolescent girls with body modifications are higher than those of boys.
