Object for research: the language of fairy tales by S. Davidovich.

Subject of research: the onomastic vocabulary in fairy tales by
S. Davidovich.

Objective of the degree thesis: looking into onomastic space of fairy tales
by S. Davidovich as regards denotative, functional semantic and structural
semantic aspects.

Research methods: synchronous-descriptive and analytical methods;
methods of semantic, etymological, word-formation analysis, quantification and
system classification techniques.

Obtained results and their novelty. Scientific novelty of this degree thesis
lies in the fact that onomastic space of fairy tales by S. Davidovich for the first
time has become an object for research in Belarusian linguistics. As a result of
research, focal areas of and approaches to study of onomastic space of fairy tales
were determined; research vocabulary was defined; typology of onomastic units of
fairy tales by S. Davidovich was compiled; denotative and functional semantic
characteristic of poetonyms was presented, features of their structure were studied.

Practical relevance. Materials of this degree thesis may be used for content
development for extracurricular activities, specialized courses and specialized
seminars focused on study of onomastic space of literary works in teaching the
Belarusian language at the general secondary and higher education establishments.

The study materials were tested at the 78" and 79" students and
postgraduates academic conferences of the Belarusian State University (BSU). The
report «Onomastic Space of the Belarusian Literary Tale (based on literary works
by S. Davidovich)» was published in The Collection of BSU Student Scientific
Research Papers (2021).
