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Since English is the official language of this world it is of utmost importance that this language has to be taught
in such a way that it will help students not just to speak and write and listen but to communicate. That is the purpose of
the language and that is what it must be used for. Hence innovative methods help in bringing a change and most of the
times for the better. It helps the students learn faster and in an efficient, interesting and an interactive manner and it is the
teacher’s responsibility to leave the traditional methods and make way for new and better methods for the students benefit.

Task-based language teaching has become an important approach to language teaching. Certainly, not the only ap-
proach, but one of the main approaches to language teaching in 2020. It’s an approach that is actually mandated by many
educational authorities all the way around the world.

Task-based learning is a different way to learn languages. It can help the student by placing him/her in a situation similar
to the real world, a situation where oral communication is essential for completing a specific task. Task-based learning has the
advantage of getting the student to use his/her skills at his/her current level to help develop language through its use. It has the ad-
vantage of making the student focus on achieving a goal so that language becomes a tool, making the use of language a necessity.

In task-based learning the learner should be exposed to as much of the foreign language as possible in order to merely
experience and observe the foreign language, then hypothesize over it, individually, and finally experiment with it.

One clear purpose of task-based learning is to increase learner activity. It is concerned with learner and not teacher
activity, and it relies on the teacher to produce and supply different tasks which will give the learner the opportunity to
experiment spontaneously, individually and originally with the foreign language. Each task will provide the learner with
new personal experience with the foreign language and at this point the teacher has a very important part to play. He or
she must take the responsibility of the consciousness-raising process, which must follow the experimenting task activities.
The consciousness-raising part of the method is vital for the success of task-based learning.

Task-based language teaching is a branch of communicative language teaching. It comprises several steps. First, the
pre-task activity which is an introduction to the topic and a task. Second, the task cycle includes three steps: task, planning
and report. Third, language focus and feedback with more practice.
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
