Psychological consequences of victimization of adolescent schoolchildren:

The object is victimization schoolchildren of adolescence.



The subject is the psychological effects of victimization adolescent
schoolchildren.

Purpose of research is identifying the psychological consequences of
victimization of schoolchildren in adolescence.

Results of the research. Gender differences in the victimization of
adolescent schoolchildren were revealed. Boys are more likely than girls to use
physical aggression and attack property, girls are more likely to resort to social
manipulation and verbal aggression. The use of verbal aggression is predominant
among both boys and girls, regardless of age.

The age dynamics of victimization was determined; in boys, its peak was
observed in sixth graders, and a decline in seventh graders; girls showed relative
stability in the manifestation of physical, verbal victimization, social manipulation
and attacks on property, regardless of age.

Victimization has a serious psychological impact on students in grades 5-7.
Regular violence leads to the development of neuroticism, depression, shyness,
anxiety and imbalance, decreased sociability, and emotional instability. Bullying
participants became withdrawn and engulfed with loneliness. At the same time, no
correlations were found between the intensity of bullying and such indicators as
spontaneous aggressiveness, poise, reactive aggressiveness.

Victimization has a different impact on its participants depending on gender
and age. With age, there is an increase in the degree of psychological impact of
victimization on boys and girls of adolescence.
