Because of the differences that exist in the European and Chinese cultures of
communication there is a need for training young people from China who come to
study to the Republic of Belarus, to master skills of building up reasoned
statements. This explains the topicability of the issues discussed in this master’s
thesis.

The object of the research is the process of teaching Chinese students to
build up reasoned statements on literary topics.

The subject of the study is the methodological framework for training
Chinese students to build up reasoned statements on literary topics.

The purpose of the master's study is the development of tasks and exercises
based on Russian literary works to reach this goal.

Teaching Chinese students to build up reasoned statements on literary topics
should be considered as an integral part of developing the skills of speech activity,
inter alia speaking. Educational process can become more successful if students
master the following theoretical knowledge: a) evidence as a basis for reasoning,
evidence structure, thesis and its types, varieties of arguments, conclusion,
techniques for formulating every element of evidence; 6) types of evidence
(deduction, induction, analogy, circumstantial evidence, proof separation and
refutation). Knowledge reinforcement and development of appropriate skills can be
provided through special exercises, which are divided into preparatory and speech
ones.
