Results obtained and their novelty.New era in the history of Belarusian culture
opened by Francis Skorina, the Belarusian Revival founder, pioneer, scientist, writer
and translator. He sought to raise the culture of his native land to the level of the
developed countries, and saw in his native language an important mean of education,
cultural progress and national unity of the people. Scorina’s ideal is the harmonic,
active and free personality, which is characterized by the desire for self-improvement.
The most important means of acquiring wisdom Francis Scorina believed book from
which both children and adults can draw “good manners Thou used with the source”.
Syaschennoe Scripture , according to pioneer , the main source of moral norms and
spiritual means of education rights.

Greatest humanist educator advocated priority of human values, for the rule of
law and morality in society, for justice and the common good, for the spiritual
freedom of man, for political independence and state sovereignty. The most important
element of Skaryna’s ethics - that for the salvation of the soul is not enough faith
alone. For every true Christian, he argued, were extremely necessary good things.

One of the first East Slavic lands Skaryna full voice spoke about the intrinsic
value of every nation, appeals to save the best things created by all generations of
people. He dreamed of a world order, in which will dominate the justice, mutual
respect, equal opportunities for all people.
