THESIS ABSTRACT

The structure of the thesis. The thesis consists of an introduction, two
chapters, conclusion, bibliography, which includes 38 items. Total work volume —
48 pages of printed text.
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The object of the research — the process of teaching the accentuation norms
of the Russian literary language to the six-grade pupils.

The subject of the research — the methodology of teaching the accentuation
norms to the six-grade pupils at the lessons of morphology.

The purpose of research— the creation of grammatical-accentuation
dictionary for grade 6, the development of teaching methods in the classroom
accentuation norms morphology in the 6th grade of secondary education
institutions of the Republic of Belarus.

The novelty of the thesis of the study is that the result of using the project
technology during the teaching the accentuation norms of the Russian literary
language to the six-grade pupils, the “Grammatical and accentuation vocabulary”
was created, and the using of its materials during the lessons of morphology has
facilitated the comprehended acquisition of the norms of pronunciation by the
pupils.

The practical significance is that the methodology of teaching the
accentuation norms during the lessons of morphology to the six-grade pupils using
the method of projects is worked out.

The results of the research may be used during the teaching of Russian
language in the sixth grade of secondary education institutions of the Republic of
Belarus.

Methods of research: the theoretical analysis of the problem;
the observation of the teaching process in the institutions of secondary education;
the experimental and experiential teaching (using the method of projects during the
morphology lessons).
