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Obiject of study—modern photojournalism

Subject of research— the ethical aspect of modern photojournalism

Objectives — To determine the mechanisms of legal and ethical regulation of
modern photojournalism.

Tasks:

- Identify the content of the concept of ethics;

- Define the basic laws, principles, functions and rules of professional activity
photojournalist ethically;

- To analyze the basic moral and ethical issues related to the professional
activities of photojournalists;

- Learn the basic ethical codes journalist.

Conclusions: The development of ethical and moral standards in
photojournalism is under development. For many years it was believed that a
common code of ethics of the journalist is enough. However, photojournalism is a
special form of journalism. Even with many kinds of photos directly from her there
are fundamental differences. Needless to say, that the general rules is not enough?
Since there is no law, which could rely on, and that clearly gave an assessment that is
possible, and what is not, many photojournalists have to proceed at your own risk.
This inevitably leads to errors. Of the most common can be divided into two: the
boundaries of privacy violation and excessive travmogennost images. The main
principles — truth and objectivity, as well mainly governed only by personal
conscience and moral attitudes photojournalist.
