The object of research - the social relationships folding in connection with the
acquisition and loss of citizenship in Western Europe (for instance, Swiss, French ,
Belgian) .

The subject of the diploma work is the sources of legal regulation of acquisition
and loss of citizenship of the countries of Western Europe, of the EU, protection of
rights of stateless persons, as well as the latest tendencies in the constitutional law of
Western Europe .

The aim is to study to study issues with respect to the citizenship as an essential
term in the legal system of democratic states of Western Europe. For that purpose I
need to understand and explain the peculiarities of the laws on citizenship and their
main provisions and consider the mechanisms for the implementation of the right to
become a citizen.

In this study I used the works of authors such as Baglai M., Chirkin V.,
Chudakov M., Kondratovich N., Weis P., Makarov A. as well as other scientists.

The methods of comparative and systematic analysis and synthesis as well as
methods of induction and deduction were used in the diploma work.

According to the results of the work, it can be stated that the approach to the
legal regulation of the citizenship in Western Europe is different. Different are the
grounds of acquisition of citizenship and the necessary conditions (residency
requirements, social integration, language proficiency and some other). Some legal
rules with respect to requirements for citizenship acquisition still need to be
harmonized within EU. Their democratization of the legislation is also needed. Thus,
in some countries, such as Switzerland, the requirements for candidates are too strict,
therefore, to my point of view, should be modified. Unfortunately, currently there is
no unanimity between EU member States and their partners such as Switzerland
concerning the legal regulation of citizenship, therefore on practice contradictions in
the application of the legal acts can take place. However, the problems of different
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enforcement of legal acts are solved by numerous international legal acts such as the
European Convention on Nationality, Convention on the Status of Stateless Persons,
Convention on the Reduction of Statelessness, Convention on the Nationality of
Married Women and some other. The legislation of EU (TFEU and Schengen
agreement, in particular), the practice of the Court of EU all together play an
important role in regulation of the abovementioned issues. They guarantee EU-
citizens certain rights within Union.
