THE SUMMARY OF GRADUATION WORK

The topicality of this graduation work is explained by the acceptance of new
legislative acts which assign the status of the public prosecutor’s department and the
State Control Committee. It is also explained by controversial approaches in science
to the understanding of the essence of a supervisory—and—control branch.

The graduation work has 63 pages, 49 sources have been used in this paper.

The key words and expressions are: THE CONSTITUTION, BODIES
OF THE PUBLIC PROSECUTOR‘S DEPARTMENT, CONTROL BODIES,
CONTROL, SUPERVISION, COMPETENCE, PRINCIPLES, A SUPERVISORY-
AND-CONTROL BRANCH, LEGAL ACTS.

The object of research is legal regulation of the status of the public
prosecutor’s department and the State Control Committee.

The aim of the graduation work is revealing the essential aspects of the
constitutional status of the public prosecutor’s department and the State Control
Committee, making proposals about the improvement of their legal status.

The methods of research are historical, comparative and legal, formally—legal.

In the graduation work the conclusions have been established which state that
the bodies of the public prosecutor’s department and control bodies do not belong to
any of the existing branches of government; the present State Control Committee has
been founded mainly on the basis of the President’s Control Service; the public
prosecutor’s department in Belarus has been assigned as an independent structure and
is accountable to the President. It is suggested in the paper that the Prosecutor
General and the State Control Committee should be granted the right to legislative
initiative; the competence duplication of control bodies and the public prosecutor’s
department concerning inspections should be excluded. Some more recommendations
have also been formulated which can be used for improving legislation.

The following conclusions have been come to on the basis of scientific
methods of cognition. Some of the research results are shown in the author’s
publications.
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
