«Peculiarities of the relationships with parents of children with deviant be
haviour»

Degreepaper: 90 p., 35 sources, 4 app.

Key words: ADOLESENCE AGE, FAMILY, RELATIONSHIPS WITH
PARENTS, DEVIANT BEHAVIOUR, STYLES OF CHILDREN-PARENTS’
RELATIONSHIPS.

Object of research — 15-16 year-old teenagers, having and not having deviations
in their behavior (aggressiveness, inclination to self-destroying behavior, to
overcoming of social norms), and their parents as well. In this experiment 40
teenagers (20 girls and 20 boys) and their mothers (80 people all in all) took part.

Purpose of research - to define the interconnection of the deviant behavior of
teenagers and the peculiarities of relationships teenagers and their parents.

Research methods: - Theoretical: the analysis of psychological literature on the
investigated problem;

- Psychometrical : the diagnosis of the condition of aggression (Bass — Darkey
Questionary); the diagnostics of the inclination to deviant behavior; questionary of
parents’ and children’s relationships (author — I. M. Markovskaya).

- Methods of mathematical statistics (average meaning, Student’s coefficient for
defining of trustworthiness of differences between the two groups, Spearman’s
correlation coefficient ).

Obtained results and their novelty: social-psychological peculiarities of
teenagers’ deviant behavior were discovered. Social-psychological conditions and
factors of appearance of deviant behavior were systematically characterized. The
role of children-parents’ relationships in forming of teenagers’ deviant behavior
was defined.

Area of possible practical application: recommendations to parents and teachers
on psychological support work with teenagers having deviant behavior.

The author of the work confirms that material presented in it correctly and
objectively reproduces the picture of investigated process, and all the theoretical,
methodological and methodical positions and concepts borrowed from literary and
other sources are given references to their authors.
