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Object of research: the phenomenon of social networking in contemporary
society. Subject of research: communication networks among students. Aim of work:
to explore the possibility of social network analysis for the study of social networks
of students. Modern network theory is one of the most popular sociological paradigm.
It has important applied force in the study of social capital of individuals,
organizations and countries. The research demonstrated the opportunities of social
network analysis in the study of structure of communication among students (on the
example of students of Department of Social Communication BSU). Visualization of
the network has helped to detect the connection between cohesive groups in the
network. The structural characteristics of network such as density, connectivity and
centralization indices were founded in the results of the research. Calculation of
individual indicators visibility allowed to reveal those actors, who has the greatest
impact on the network. This thesis can be used in other researches of communication
among students.
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
