SUMMARY

The main purpose of the thesis is to define the degree of similarity of syntactic
structure of songs and folk poetry with conversational speech syntax.

To achieve this goal we sought to solve the following tasks: to study the
theoretical bases of the subject; to examine the texts of conversational speech and
poetic texts of folk songs and to identify general patterns and differences in the
constructions of sentences and phrases (in opposition «song poetry — folk poetryy,
«song poetry — conversational speechy, «folk poetry — conversational speechy).

The object of the research is poetry in the music industry and folklore, as well
as conversational speech. Their syntactic structure was chosen as the subject of the
research. Continuous sampling method was used to collect relevant texts: syntactic
space of 100 works of not ritual folk lyrics, of 200 works of pop songs lyrics as
well as 80 minutes of recorded conversational speech was analyzed.

The methods of the research: general theoretical and descriptive methods,
continuous sampling method, structuring technique.
