The object of the research: occasional words in E. Uspenskiy's stories "A fur
boarding school", "Zhab Zhabych Skovorodkin", "Twenty five professions of Ma-
sha Filipenko".

The subject of the research: word-formation structure of occasional words
and the peculiarities of their functioning in the texts of the stories.

The principal purpose is to reveal the features of occasional words formation
and functioning in E. Uspenskiy's stories "A fur boarding school", "Zhab Zhabych
Skovorodkin®, "Twenty five professions of Masha Filipenko".

The novelty of the research lies in the fact that an attempt of occasional
words complex analysis in E. Uspenskiy's stories for children was made for the
first time; on the basis of the research the dictionary of occasional words was made
up.

The practical significance of the thesis lies in the fact that its results can be
used in teaching practice of such disciplines as word formation, text linguistics,
lexicography, literature for children.
