SUMMARY

The object of the research is nouns-names of people with a negative meaning.
The basic source of the material is "Dictionary of offensive words: people’s names
with a negative meaning"” by L.V. Dulichenko (Tartu, 2000). This dictionary pro-
vides an opportunity not only to describe the nouns under study profoundly but al-
so to characterize them comprehensively.

The primary purpose of the diploma thesis is to identify formal semantic and
grammatical-stylistic features of nominative units with a negative meaning identi-
fying people.

A variety of methods were used in the diploma thesis. The method of continu-
ous sampling was used while selecting lexical language material under study.
Characteristics, explanation and analysis of the linguistic phenomena under study
were carried out with the use of descriptive, comparative and statistical methods.

The research describes the basic concepts of the theory of nomination, various
aspects of nominative units study in linguistic literature; determines the degree of
scrutiny of the issue; covers the basic classification of the nominations; compre-
hensively outlines nouns — "offensive words" — according to different aspects,
namely lexical and semantic, stylistic, grammatical and morphemic- derivational
aspects.

A multidirectional study of nouns-names of people with a negative meaning
allows to indicate, on the one hand, specific structural-semantic and functional-
stylistic patterns proving the repeatability of the structure and semantics of the lex-
ical units of the group under study, and a relative diversity as well as a unique
character of their relations and system-defined connections, on the other hand.

Nouns with a negative meaning as a special word class of the Russian lan-
guage provide an opportunity for further research which can be considered as
promising.
