The relevance of the subject is the need to study the history and culture of
Belarusian Tatars lived in Belarus for more than 6 centuries, through the study of
the manuscripts written in Arabic script.

The object of the study is the Belarusian Kitabs.

The subject of the study is the historical and cultural information of the
Kitab.

The aim of this diploma paper is an introduction to the scientific use of one
of the unexplored Belarusian Kitabs.

In the course of the study were used methods such as analysis, synthesis,
generalization, historical and comparative, analytical methods of induction and
deduction.

Results: Belarusian texts written in Arabic script are a very extensive and
varied in translation written mostly no later than XVI- XVII centuries. These texts
are a very valuable addition to the Belarusian cyrillic texts from that period.
Comparative study opens up the possibility of formulating and solving the
problems of the history of the Belarusian language, for example the problem of the
relationship of the old Belarusian literary language to the people's spoken
language, Polish-Belarusian linguistic relations and some others.

Writings of Belarusian Tatars are of great interest not only for Slavic studies,
but also for Arabic Studies and Turkic Studies.

As a result of examining the Kitab of I. Hosenevich 1861, we could notice
that it contains a large number of stories about the lives of the prophets, of the
angels, instructive stories from the lifes of the saints, the instructions for
compliance with the righteous path of Allah according to the laws prescribed in the
Qur'an and can be safe to say that this book is very important in the study of
history, culture and religion of the Belarusian Tatars living on the territory of
Belarus.
