Object of research is the party state policy in the sphere of culture in the USSR
in 1930-e.

Object of research is relationship of the Soviet power and writers in all variety
and discrepancy of their manifestations, fight for leadership in the Union of writers of
the USSR and other literary organizations. Thus it is considered positions, actions,
moods, expression as officially, and in a private order.

Purpose of this work: to reveal and give the characteristic to the published
documentary and narrative sources on a problem of relationship of the Soviet writers
and the power in the 1930th; to define, what information potential documentary and
narrative sources on this subject have, how fully they open a subject and give the
chance of its comprehensive study.

Relevance of the chosen subject 1s defined first of all by that circumstance that
the understanding of historical process is impossible without documentary, narrative
sources and vital practice of its participants, without understanding of that
circumstance as well as by means of what the Soviet literature during the specified
period was formed.
