SUMMARY

The graduate work «National Cultural Policy of the Government of the
Russian Empire on the territory of Belarus in 1864-1874» consists of an
introduction, four chapters, conclusion, bibliography (132 positions) and illustrate
applications (Appendix A, B, C, D, E). In the introduction, it determines the
relevance, aims and objectives of the thesis. Chapter 1 is devoted to the analysis of
the history of the study of the national cultural policy. It also details the
methodological aspects of the work. Chapter 2 is devoted to the analysis of the
formation and characteristics of policy in the field staff of the bureaucracy in the
territory of Belarusian provinces. Chapter 3 addresses the issue of language policy
in education, office work and daily life in the Belarusian provinces. Chapter 4 is
devoted to the changes in the landscape of human events in the context of
comprehensive Russian administaratsyi. The prisoners are the main conclusions of
the study. Supplements contain statistics on religion officials in the counties of the
provinces in the form of diagrams.

The object of research is the political history of the Belarusian provinces in
the first decade after the uprising of 1863-1864. The subject of study is human,
linguistic and ethno-confessional policy of the government of the Russian Empire
in the Belarusian provinces in the 1864-1874.

The purpose of research — the definition of objectives, forms and results of
the national cultural policy of the government of the Russian Empire in the
Belarusian lands in the 1864—1874.

Background research is that national cultural paliytka Government of the
Russian Empire after the rebellion of 1863-1864. Strongly influenced
natsiobrazuyuschie processes on the territory of Belarus and to the process of
formation of the Belarusian statehood. The study of this policy can help to answer
the most pressing and sensitive issues facing modern historical science and relate
to the stages of formation of the Belarusian statehood.
