SUMMURY OF THE DIPLOMA WORK
Shyrko Yaraslau

Theme: THE PARTIZAN MOVEMENT IN THE TERRITORY OF THE BREST
REGION DURING THE GREAT PATRIOTIC WAR (1941-1944)

The basic concepts: partisan, ideological struggle, sabotage, underground
movement, the Second World War, the occupation regime, Nazism, the Great
Patriotic War.

The relevance: relevance of the topic due adstunastsyu in domestic historical
literature special kompleksanaga daslevannya dedicated to individual regions of
Western Belorussia during the Great Patriotic War, which by its specificity (the
inclusion of the Byelorussian SSR only in 1939, the Army and the UPA Kagvay,
low loyalty to the Soviet regime, a significant encircled number) deserve a more
serious analysis.

The purpose of the diploma work is to determine the organizational
framework and direction of the guerrilla forces on the territory of Brest region in
the years of occupation in the period from 1941 to 1944.

Research methods: the basic principles of scientific knowledge - historicism,
objectivity, consistency; common-scientific (philosophical and logical — analysis,
synthesis, generalization, comparison, system-structural) and specially-historical
(the historical and systematic, historical and comparative) methods.

Conclusion: Formation of the Soviet partisan units in the district, Brest region
occurred spontaneously, and only after the final organization of management of the
partisan movement in the spring of 1942 the efforts of broadband wireless access
was due to the general Soviet. The main objectives and methods, and as the nature
of the deployment of the guerrilla movement were asked a number of orders of
party and government bodies of the Union and national scale. Deploying the
guerrilla movement had two main objectives: military and more global, political.
The important role played by partisan units during the liberation of the south of
Belarus from German occupation.
