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The thesis includes 67 pages of text; the study has been conducted with the use of
134 positions of sources and literature.

The thesis is studying to the policy of multiculturalism in the socio-anthropological
dimension (as a set of social and cultural practices that are perceived and are being
referred to as “multicultural”). The subject of the study is multiculturalism in the
Netherlands as an ideal political-juridical construct and a set of real practices
prevailing in the society. The purpose of research: identification of the causes of the
popularity decrease of the “multicultural policy” in the Netherlands; based on
consideration of the theory and practice of this policy review and systematization of
alternative approaches to migration policies that exist today in the Dutch society, and
assessment of the prospects of these approaches.

The research is based on the consideration of sources such as statistical reports, legal
documents, media debates, biographies, and so forth. To obtain an adequate picture of
how the Netherlands are processed and formed a multicultural society and its specific
practices, the historical-genetic method and system approach were used. The general
methodological principle the author of the research adheres is constructivist view
towards ethnicity, rather significantly revised in the framework of symbolic
interactionism school.

The results obtained by the author in the research show how contradictory the
differentsialist discourse of the integration policy in the Netherlands is, and that it is
resulting with reconstruction of discriminative practices in society. In this connection,
the author concludes that “return of assimilation” in the integration policy of the
country can be productive only if getting rid of “separate-but-equal” logic as the
logic constructing and reconstructing mutual separation of cultural communities will
be taken as a core idea of the new policy.
