ABSTRACT

The aim of this diploma is to analyze the coverage of the Arab-Israeli conflict
in the works of Israeli journalists Gideon Levy and Ben-Dror Yemini.

In the study, we examined the origins and development of Israeli print media.
Tracked from the beginning to the present the history of the Arab-Israeli conflict as
a factor, which influenced the formation of the Israeli state in general and
functioning of its media in particular and in addition has become the main theme of
creativity of many Israeli journalists.

As the object of this study, we have chosen publicist texts of prominent Israeli
journalists Gideon Levy and Ben-Dror Yemini.

To meet the goal and objectives of this thesis we used a descriptive,
analytical, historical and comparative methods, as well as content analysis.

The result of this work revealed that the events of the Arab-Israeli conflict has
had a significant impact on formation and development of the Israeli press and led
to its ideological division on the issue of his resolving. Traced the relationship
between the author's choice of creative tools and its political position. Also,
identified and evaluated two strategies of presenting information on the topical
subjects — journalism of attachment and peace journalism.

The practical significance of the conducted research is that its results can
serve as a basis for further study of specifics of the Arab-Israeli conflict coverage
in the print media of Israel, as well as its methods and their effectiveness.

The author confirms that the used theoretical sources and other materials are
accompanied by links to their authors.
