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IMPACT OF AUDIOVISUAL MASS MEDIA ON FANS
ENVIRONMENT.

Obiject of the research: Belarusian and international sports fans.

Subject of the research: changing of sports fans’ behavior depending on the
style of sporting events coverage.

Aim of the research: to identify and analyze the sphere of influence of
audiovisual media on sporting events fans.

The review of the modern audiovisual mass media revealed their inherent
characteristics such as mass character, globalization, high competition, aiming at a
certain group of people, dependence on the technical side of the progress,
commercialization and taking on leading positions by separate large
conglomerations. Manipulative impact of mass media exposure was defined as of
hidden one-dimensional, focused, nature, carried out by the media, the aim of
which is imperceptible change or a deployment of certain sets, opinions, attitudes
into minds of the audience through the use of various technologies and techniques
of manipulation. The most complete structure of the manipulative influence of
mass media is identified by psychological factors (peculiarities of the perception of
manipulation by the audience) and socio-psychological factors (peculiarities of the
delivery of media text).

The analysis of this work has concluded that in most areas of modern
television and other audiovisual mass media, influence and the methods were used
to form particular images of athletes which can largely determine their fame and
recognition, regardless of the availability or lack of significant virtues among the
other sports participants.

Another area of research was to determine the presence of the interest of TV
viewers towards aggressive behavior during football matches, and the use of this
social-psychological tendency of fans by the mass media for their advantage. This
tendency was actually confirmed through the analysis of the popularity of modern
videos.

The study also found that the audiovisual mass media play a significant role
in the popularization of certain sports, which indirectly affects fans and is
manifested in the change of their interests and hobbies to play new sport, and as a
result leads to an increase in the number of fans. This trend was demonstrated by
the increasing interest of the population in tennis competitions.
