ABSTRACT

The volume of the main part of graduation thesis is 53 out of overall 64.
The thesis includes one application. Forty sources of literature were used.

The subject of the research is the process of teaching secondary-school
students to create argumentative statements, relevant for them.

The aim of the thesis is to outline the contents of teaching argumentation to
secondary-school pupils and proposing types of exercises aimed on a development
of argumentation skills as additional ones.

To achieve the purpose there have been used methods of analysis and synthesis
of data of scientific and methodological sources, a complex study of texts with the
compositionally-verbal form of “reasoning", pedagogical supervision.

The main results are the following: studied material on an argumentation
theory has been systematized. The range of notions that we are supposed to
acknowledge pupils with has been defined. The methodical complex on teaching
Russian language in secondary school has been analyzed, additional variants of
learning tasks have been represented.

The material represented in the thesis can be of practical use in teaching
Russian language and literature in secondary education institutions.
