The object of research work are international legal standards relating to
juvenile punishments, punishments applicable to them under the criminal law of the
Republic of Belarus and foreign countries, the rules of sentencing and penal
procedure with regard to persons who have committed crimes under the age of
eighteen.

Objective: to optimize the procedure of sentencing and execution of
punishment applicable to minors.

The following research methods were used: description, comparison,
analysis, synthesis, generalization, statistical and comparative legal.

The research paper describes the features of the punishment application against
persons who committed crimes under the age of eighteen. The international legal
standards relating to the penalties that can be applied to juvenile offenders were
studied. Various kinds of sentences passed to minors under the criminal law of
foreign countries and under the laws of the Republic of Belarus were reviewed. The
author of the work determined the circumstances which are subject to mandatory
registration in sentencing such persons, as well as the rules of sentencing. The
research shows the problems arising from execution.

Findings from the study can be used in law-making as well as in law
enforcement.

The author confirms that the material of the work objectively reflects the state
of the research question and all positions borrowed from literature and other sources
are accompanied by references to their authors.
