Summary of the diploma

This thesis consists of an introduction, two chapters, three chapters,
conclusion and list of literature that is 62 pages. When writing a term paper 51 of
the sources used.

The key words of the course work are the subject of proof, the subject of
legal knowledge, formal truth, objective truth, the subject of proof, the legal nature
of responsibilities for proof allocation of responsibilities for proof.

The object of study in this course work is the legal relationship arising
between the court and the legal interest in the outcome of the case by persons in
connection with the definitions in the evidential activity of the subject of
knowledge and the implementation of the judicial duty to proof in civil
proceedings.

The subject of the study are the rules of civil procedure law governing the
activities of evidence in court, and the practice of application of these rules by the
courts of the Republic of Belarus.

The aim of the course work is the detection and analysis in theory and
practical problems in dealing with such critical issues of proof in civil proceedings
as the definition of the subject of proof, defining the composition of the subjects of
proof on the distribution of responsibilities between the Evidence Law in the
outcome of the case concerned parties.

The objectives of this paper are to:

1) the definition of the subject of proof;

2) identification of differences "object of proof" from the "judicial
knowledge of the subject";

3) anali existing classifications of facts included in the subject of proof;

4) the definition of "formal" or "objective" truth set in, in accordance with
the Civil Procedure Code of the Republic of Belarus;

5) determination of the range of subjects of proof;

6) determination of the legal nature of the obligation to proof.

In the course of the study were used legalistic method, logical method, the
historical method and the method of comparative analysis.

The results of the research topics course work to determine the position of
the author of a slim d doctrine of civil procedural law question on the facts
included in the subject of proof; of the difference between "the subject of proof™
from the "judicial knowledge of the subject"; the terms of the subjects of proof in
civil proceedings; It concluded that the presence of the principles of the civil
procedure law of the Republic of Belarus establish an objective truth by the court
for each civil case.
