CONTRACT COMPLEX ENTREPRENEURIAL LICENSE, FRANCHISE, 

THE CONCEPT, LEGAL NATURE, SPECIES PARTY CONTENT, FORM OF 
CONTRACT, ORDER OF WRITING. 

Thesis consists of 65 p., 79 sources. 
The object of study: the contract of complex entrepreneurial license 

(franchising) as a legal fact. 
Objective: To conduct a comprehensive analysis of the concept, legal nature, 

types, content, subject composition, form and order of conclusion of the contract of 
complex entrepreneurial license. 

Methods: scientific methods of knowledge (analysis, synthesis, deduction, 
induction), historical, legal, social and legal, comparative legal methods. 

Introduction: The results of the study can be used in the educational process, 
as well as for further research. 

Urgency: the contract of complex entrepreneurial license (franchising) is a 
relatively new design contract for the Republic of Belarus and has tremendous 
growth potential. The doctrine is a discussion about whether to detailed legal 
regulation of franchising agreement, or just enough to secure the basic rules 
governing the contract 

Scientific novelty: there is a conflict in the law, which is that the individual 
entrepreneur can not actually enter into a contract as a franchise owner, as an 
indispensable element of the complex is a license granting the right to use the trade 
name and in accordance with Article 1013 of the Civil Code the term "company 
name "applies only to legal entities. This conflict must be addressed by providing 
individual entrepreneurs the right to use the brand name. The current legislation 
does not contain a special franchising rules indicating the right to sign the contract 
of complex entrepreneurial license (franchising) for a new term, so consider it 
reasonable to make to the Civil Code rules establishing such a right. 
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
