The choice of  topic research is caused by practical experience in two public 
associations of the Republic of Belarus.

Particular  attention  is  paid  to  the  analysis  of  legal  
mechanisms for non-governmental organizations of the Commonwealth of 
Independent States and the European Union. 

We used an integrated approach to addressing problems under study. The 
methodological basis of the graduate project was made by the conceptual 
provisions of the civil and constitutional rights. There were used the various 
methods of cognition to achieve the goals and objectives in the course of the thesis. 
The determining were such scientific methods as: dialectical - as the main way of 
objective and comprehensive knowledge of reality; methods of analysis, system-
structural, and others. We used also such private and scientific methods as 
comparative legal, historical, formal-logical, sociological and others. 

The theoretical basis of the study were the works of prominent scientists in 
the field of civil and constitutional law and other sciences. 

It was used the comprehensive analysis of the current legislation of the 
Republic of Belarus and regulations of the Commonwealth of Independent States, 
European Union countries concerning the organization and functioning of public 
associations (NGOs). 

The scientific novelty of the graduate work is that there was an attempt to 
summarize theoretical principles, regulations in the context of the practice of 
creation and activity of public associations, not only in Belarus, but also in other 
countries. 

Based on these results, the author concluded that the exchange of experience 
of public organizations in different countries can be an effective tool for solving 
important national problems in any country.
