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The object of the research is Protestant Web media in social networks.

The subject of the research is the subject scope of Protestant media groups in
social networks.

The purpose of this thesis is to identify the specifics of protestant Web media in
social networks and develop a functional model of Protestant journalism. To meet
this purpose, an analysis was performed based on essential attributes of the media and
subject scope of groups in social networks. In the source of this research, specific
genres were identified that are characteristic of religious publications.

Structure functional and systematic approaches as well as general scientific
methods of synthesis, observation, comparison and classification were used in this
thesis.

Based on the purpose, the following objectives have been set:

1. Define Protestantism in Belarus as an independent religion.
2. Study and analyze the activities of Protestant Web media.

3.Conduct an analysis based on essential attributes of the media and subject
scope of groups in social networks.

4. ldentify genres that are characteristic of religious publications.

5. Compare Protestant and conventional media.

6. Define a functional model of Protestant journalism.

The content and appearance of Protestant Web publications, its activities in social
networks, subject scope of communities were used as an empirical basis of this
research.

The relevance of this subject is based on the fact that the popularity of protestant
denominations in the world is on the rise as well as their social activities, and the
issue of introducing Protestant mass media in the society remains actual.
