The object of research: a legal relationship of criminal procedure, related
with forming of evidence, assessment of legal relationship of criminal procedure in
terms of completeness and credibility.

Subject of research: theoretical background on fundamentals of graduation
paper, expressed by various scientists, criminal procedural rules, that regulate
procedure of implementation of legal relationship, related with the formation of
evidence and its assessment.

Objective of research: to explore the process of formation of the evidence,
factors, that affect its completeness and credibility, procedural safeguards that
ensure the credibility of the evidence.

Methods: general scientific dialectical method of cognition, special
techniques: logical-legal, system analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction.

Results: the process of formation of the evidence of witness and complainant
was comprehensively studied, problems that might arise during the assessment of
