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The object of the research is bioethics as a social and moral phenomenon.

Subject of the research is covering bioethical conflict in the press.

The following research methods were used in preparation for the work:
content analysis, observation, comparison, systematization of facts, documentalism,
construction of hypotheses, structuring.

The scientific novelty of the thesis is the study of publications about bioethical
issues in the media of Belarus and Russia, the analysis of the main bioethical
conflicts in the press, defining of subject-specific and genre typology of the studied
problem.

The thesis research allowed to formulate the following conclusions:

1. The media is the optimum platform for public debate on the subject of
bioethical conflicts.

2. Attracting media attention to bioethical issues helps to exercise public control
over the observance of human rights in the bioethical research.

3. Itis necessary to clarify the legal framework in the field of medicine in
order to strengthen control over the placement of information and prevent the threat
of bio-terrorism and also international conflicts in the context of bioethics.

4. Genetic engineering is as a promising trend in medicine can disrupt a
person's identity.

5. The press must remain neutral when covering bioethical conflict, thus
allowing the reader to make informed decisions based on the information received in
the media.
