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The object of the dissertation “The extreme situations in Mass Media
coverage: psychological aspect” is journalistic materials that were made in some
extreme and stressful situations.

The subject of research is emotional and psychological experiences of people
who faced them in extreme situations and also how this ambiguous content is
represented in Mass Media.

The goal of this research is to study the reported material about emergency
situations contained. In order to find minor drawbacks in the work of Mass Media a
comparative analysis of the news feed in different publications has been made. In
order to reach the set goals we have studied the literature which contained the
information about the applied psychology, theoretical and ethical journalistic data.
Set of recommended rules that journalist should follow for coverage of extreme
situationshad been analyzed.

The result of this work is a complete analysis of extreme events coverage by
both Belarussion and foreign Mass Media. This research allows to pay attention to
the mistakes in work as well as use the rich foreign experience tooptimize journalism
work in extreme and traumatizing conditions.
