Herpes is one of the most common human viral infections. In recent years there
has been growth in the number of women with genital herpes infection that generally
affects reproductive health. In connection with this important and relevant is the
qualitative laboratory diagnostics of herpesvirus infections.

The main objectives of the study was the incidence of herpes infections in the
selected contingent of persons and determination of the optimal algorithm for the
laboratory diagnosis of herpesvirus infections.

As the result, 41% of surveyed women were identified with pathogens 1GO
(HSV 1 and type 2, CMV co-infection), which means that they can cause impaired
fertility in observed women.

It was concluded that none of modern laboratory methods for diagnosis of
herpesvirus infection (PCR, ELISA etc.) are not 100% sensitivity and specificity,
and therefore a complex approach of using at least 2-3 techniques is required.
