Characteristics of bacteria of the genus Salmonella as a causative agent of
intestinal infections.

Object of study: native material (excrement) and swabs.

The purpose: the selection a causative agent from clinical material, which
was delivered to the bacteriological laboratory, where later serovar of the culture
was determined and delivery of results.

The result: All were surveyed 13738 man. 7173 with diagnostic purpose and
6565 with prophylactic purpose. The number of positive samples amounted to 579
itis 4.2% of the total. As a result of the carried out researches was found that urban
residents get sick salmonellosis more often than villagers. According to research it
was shown that most stood out for S. enteritidis and S. typhimurium, which
accounted for 29% and 20.5% of the total number of positive samples. The obvious
was the fact that for the treatment of the salmonella is widely used antibiotics from

the series of fluoroquinolones.
