ABSTRACT

CONCEPT, THE CONCEPT OF PATH/ROAD, CONCEPT SPHERE,
LINGUISTIC WORLDVIEW, INDIVIDUALLY AUTHORIAL WORLD
PICTURE, CORE CONCEPTS, CONCEPT PERIPHERY, LEXICAL MEANS
OF EXPRESSING THE CONCEPT, LEXICAL MEANING, LEXICAL
COMPATIBILITY, POETRY AND PROSE.

The thesis consists of 59 pages, includes 2 schemes, and contains 5
applications. Bibliography list includes 43 used resources.

The object of our study is the concept of "path/road" in A.S. Pushkin’s
poetic and prosaic works.

As for the subject of the study, it examines the lexical basis of the concept of
"path/road" in the works of A. Pushkin.

The purpose of our work is to establish the characteristics of the expression
of the concept of "path/road" in the individual author’s worldview of Pushkin.

The main methods of the research are descriptive, functionally-stylistic and
contextual; meanwhile we use the method of component analysis of the semantic
structure, the method of word-formation analysis.

The body text served as material for the study, compiled by continuous
sampling of artistic works: 23 poems, 5 poems, 1 ballad, 4 stories and a novel in
verse.

As the result of the study it is found that three views on the concept of "path-
way" are combined in concept sphere: nationwide, general poetic, and
individually-auctorial. The individual author's concept of “path/road” in the works

of Pushkin has the following meanings: "road - life", "road - past years", "road - a
field of activity"”, "road - the road to death™ and the others, which are generally
stacked in the traditional image of 19th century of the analyzed fragments of
reality.

The result of the research and thesis materials can be used for further study
of the individual author's worldview of Alexander Pushkin in conducting
comparative cognitive studies, as well as in the educational process - the study of
poetry and prose works of A.S. Pushkin.

A large amount of the investigated material was examined, and the use of
sample from the published sources and materials of Russian National Corpus
confirms the accuracy of the results.
