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The object of the research is the Japanese foreign policy exercised in the period
of country's transition to postindustriality.

Objective: To examine Japan's foreign policy in the postindustrial conditions.

The methods of the research: structural and functional methods (the study of
global processes’ dynamics in the postindustrial period, defining of Japan’s place in
the contemporary international relations, the study of Japan's foreign policy strategy
in the context of postindustriality); comparative method (comparing of the foreign
policy strategies of the industrial and post-industrial states); method of predictive
modeling (modeling of options for the development of Japan's foreign policy).

Having carried out the research we found out the certain features of Japan's
foreign policy in three periods of postindustrial development of the country. The first
period of postindustriality was characterized by the transition to a strategy of forming
the regional sphere of the Japanese influence on the region by means of organizing
quasi-keiretsu structures where transnational corporations played leading role. In this
period Japan strengthened the relations with its main strategic ally - the United States.
The second period was marked by rivalry for leadership in the Asian region between
postindustrial Japan and booming in its industrial growth China. This rivalry was
accompanied with rapid processes of regional integration of minor scales. In relations
with the United States there was a trend towards postindustrial economic integration,
which was developing on the basis of strategic cooperation in the security area.
Striving for leadership in the field of ecology was a way to strengthen the
international position of Japan in the postindustrial period. In the third period Japan
has faced the necessity to make a choice of its further foreign policy strategy. We
have modeled option of entering Japan in the postindustrial integration community of
US-Europe-Japan, as well as the variant of regional integration under the leadership
of China, but being a postindustrial country Japan would still have large-scale
influence on the regional economy and policy at the expense of Japanese advanced
technologies. Each of these options was scrutinized and put under the author's
assessment.
