The object of study: the novels Pride and Prejudice by J. Austen, Jane Eyre
by Ch.Bronte, Middlemarch by G.Eliot, Cranford by E. Gaskell.

The subject of study: the personality and family ideals in the English women's
novel of the 19th century.

The objective of this thesis is to describe the personality and family ideals in
the English women's novel of the 19th century.

The research methods are cultural, historical and descriptive methods as well
as comparative and stylistic analysis.

The theoretical and practical significance of this study lies in the fact that
the research materials can be used for further studies of the personality and family
ideals in Victorian literature, as well as in the system of higher education (the
preparation of lectures and seminars).

Conclusions: the novels Pride and Prejudice by J. Austen, Jane Eyre by
Ch. Bronte, Middlemarch by G. Eliot and Cranford by E. Gaskell let the reader
comprehend the peculiarities of the family and personality ideals in England of the
19" century. The writers put emphasis on such women’s problems as self-fulfillment
and education, dependence on a husband, lack of rights and surplus of
responsibilities.  Victorian writers tried to describe the formation of the “new
woman” and the evolution of her life priorities. By showing the lot of their heroines,
the authors stressed the change in social roles of the English woman in the middle of
the 19" century.
