The object of the study: the novels The Murders in the Rue Morgue (1841)
and The Mystery of Marie Rogét (1842) by E. A. Poe and the stories A Study in
Scarlet (1887) and A Scandal in Bohemia (1891) by A. K. Doyle from the series The
Adventures of Sherlock Holmes (1892).

The objective of the thesis is to explore the genre peculiarities of the works by
E. A. Poe and A. K. Doyle, as well as to determine the influence of Poe on the works
by Doyle and detective fiction in general.

Methods of research: historico-literary, system-structural and comparative.

Results and novelty: it has been found out that the creator of the detective
genre and the author of the first detective (logical) stories E. A. Poe influenced the
formation of the genre in general and the works of the English writer A. K. Doyle in
particular. The British author used a peculiar model of narrative exposition and the
deductive method of crime investigation, and afterwards refined artistic techniques
and creative principles of Poe. Doyle adapted detective stories to the tastes of the
general reader, which in its turn led to its extreme popularity in the further future.
These results have been obtained for the first time.

Confirmation of the authenticity of materials and results of the thesis, the
individual preparation: the conclusions drawn in the present study have been
carried out on the basis of the material collected by the author personally. They are
the results of the scientific research carried out and prepared by the author. The
researcher confirms that all borrowed materials taken from the works of Poe and
Doyle and other sources are listed in the bibliography.
