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Research relevance. At present, the propaganda plays a major role in
relations between states. Despite the lack of a global armed conflict, there is a
large-scale information confrontation. Considering the Soviet newspapers of the
Great Patriotic War, the opportunity to study the mechanism of construction of
promotional units, which is relevant to this day.

The relevance of research identify the main methods of lighting Soviet
periodicals progress and results of the liberation of Belarus from Nazi invaders.

The object of research the Soviet central and regional periodicals,
published in the period of the liberation of Belarus. The subject of research the
content of periodicals, as well as the mechanism and the results of their impact on
the mass consciousness in wartime. The methodological basis - the thesis became
the principles of objectivity, historicism, causation and social patterns.

The main ideas. An analysis of research related to Soviet periodicals
showed that there is a need for more detailed study of the Soviet periodicals on the
example of Belarusian editions of the Great Patriotic War. Sources on the subject
varied and allowed to reach the objectives.

At the time of the liberation of Belarus from Nazi invaders production and
distribution of periodicals peaked.

There is a rapid response to the ongoing management changes at the front
and in the rear. It increases the level of the ideological press. Tightens censorship
policy. One of the main tasks of the Soviet periodicals mobilization of the
population to fight the enemy.
